We also encourage local non-profits to consider food booths as a fundraiser
opportunity.  Food booth nightly rates are the same as vendor rates and the same “two nights free” deal applies.  Food vendors must also
complete County health permit paperwork, which is also available at the Chamber office, along with temporary food facility guidelines.
Food applications must be submitted as soon as possible, so they may be reviewed by health department personnel prior to the opening
of the event.  We are also hoping to include acoustic entertainment.  Although we cannot pay entertainers, the exposure and experience will
pay off in the long run.  Call the Chamber for applications and further information.  Sponsorship opportunities are also available.
