Directional Sign Project

One year ago the Chamber of Commerce wine industry commit-
tee officially completed its first set of projects. ~ These projects
were focused on promotion and infrastructure needs of our grow-
ing wine industry.  That committee consists of Bob Manning,
Jason Reynolds, Jamie Marks, DeWayne Holmdahl, Denny Ander-
son, Peter and Rebecca Work, Clinton Froehlich, and Antonio
Moretti. The group developed the first directional map for
Lompoc wine tasting rooms and was able to distribute 20,000 to
over 150 businesses countywide. The second project was centered on making sure our “wine
ghetto” could actually accommodate this type of growing business. The group was able to work
with the planning commission and the city council to amend some zoning issues.  Since then
wineries can now have production and retail under the same roof without limitations of space.
Since our committee has began their work the number of tasting rooms in the wine ghetto alone has
grown from six to twelve and within a few months could exceed fifteen .

Our directional sign project has been in the works now for one year. The original committee
mentioned above started the process last spring. ~ We met many times going over locations,
design, and content. Our main designers were Reagan Reynolds and Clinton Froehlich. These
two were a huge help getting a design chosen we could all agree with. Once we all agreed on the
design we reached out to Lompoc High School for fabrication help. Long time wood shop teacher
Phil Dinter took our plans and carved our signs from a material that is used for our murals. Phil
spent many hours working with our design team to make sure these came out just perfect.

Before our signs could be officially fabricated we had to secure each of the 9 locations that were
decided upon. Many thanks go out to Home Depot, Morris Sobhani, The Cargasacchi family,
LHCDC, Coast Hills, the City/Airport, and Steve Jordan. Without these business’s and
property owners this project could not have been possible. ~ As we moved forward with our
locations the City of Lompoc was a huge help making sure we understood what our next steps
were. They worked with us hand in hand on each location making sure the signs would be safe
and functional.

Having all locations secured and approved we moved forward on the fabrication of the signs. As
the signs were being built we had a group offer to supply us with flower baskets. The Lompoc
Valley in Bloom group led by Lori Cordova donated 18 flower baskets and the soil. The baskets
were taken to the Lompoc High School medal shop where Bobby Harris and his class reinforced
them. From there the baskets were taken to Cabrillo High school where Dave Schroeder and his
class planted and cared for them until install. ~ Throughout the year the LVIB group will be
watering and caring for them to make sure they remain looking good.

Once the signs were completed the next step was to assemble them. Phil Dinter helped us again
getting our posts ready.  Once all the pieces were finalized the project was completed by local
ERA Realtor/master craftsmen Paul Woyak. Paul helped us make sure everything went together
proper and would be around for us to enjoy for many years to come.

The last steps of the project included getting our holes prepared and the posts set in the ground.
The Santa Barbara Youth Corp came together on a Saturday morning and accomplished this task.
This group was hard working and with the donation of an auger from Sunbelt Tool rentals this
project got done in half the time. Last we were ready to set our poles and pour the concrete.
The original committee along with Mark Cargasacchi and Paul Woyak completed this last stage
and got us finally ready for concrete. Valley Rock donated all the concrete and a truck which was
a huge help both physically and financially. During our pour the Lompoc Police Department
donated a motorcycle unit to help keep us on track and safe.

So now that these signs are in the ground, but we are still not done. Unfortunately, they were
only approved to be installed on a 60 day use permit. It is vital that on April 13" there is a strong
voice for approval in attendance at the city planning commission meeting. Please come out to
help us support this project if you feel these could add value to our community. Our community
truly came together to make this happen. This small but important project proves we can make

progress together.
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
