Economic Development

of discussion throughout the state of California. ~ Cur-
rently, California maintains the 8" largest economy in the
world which means our country needs a strong Califor-
nia. This year, Governor Jerry Brown has begun creat-
ing an economic development plan for the state.

Along with
this individual there will also be a commission created to help guide the leader and
insure each group in town has equal representation. ~ As the Chamber readies itself
to bring on a new full time CEO, we feel as though it is great timing to begin a fresh
new project and relationship.  Our new CEO will be a part of the commission which
will tie the Chamber and the City together and bring much needed clarity as to what
responsibilities lie where.  Just as the State has reached out to other States I believe
Lompoc can reach out to our neighboring communities. ~ We have an opportunity
to discover some of the same things our State did on their trip to Texas.

The next few months will be an exciting time for Lompoc. The opportunity here to
have multiple agencies, volunteers, and leaders coming together for a common pur-
pose will be a huge benefit. From my experiences so far it is amazing to see what
Lompoc can accomplish when it really works together. This is an issue that affects
each and every resident and the chamber is here to be your voice.
